AN OVERVIEW  

 

Department of Environment (DoE) is the nodal department for dealing with 

environmental management of the state. The state has been endowed 

with multiple of natural resources, judicious management of, which is 

essential for sustainable development in all sectors. Effective resources 

management calls for in-depth assessment of their existing conditions and 

trends. 

          Though different Government Departments/Agencies are 

responsible for management of resources under their jurisdiction, 

information relating to the individual sectors lies fragmented. To manage 

the environment in a holistic manner and to develop an environment 

friendly sustainable development perspective, it becomes necessary to 

identify the gaps in the present management of resource bases. Such 

intervention will be realistic only if we have a strong database on the 

environmental matters of the state. Therefore, it is proposed to collect data 

from different source, compile them and bring out district environmental 

profiles. 
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To achieve certain degree of uniformity in the presentation of 

environmental data, the DoE prescribed format for collection of relevant 

data from different departments. This broadly cover the following 

areas/aspects: 

 

·  Background of the district. 

·  Resources- Agriculture, Forestry, Mineral, Water, Biological, Energy & 

Heritage aspects. 

·  Infrastructure,  Urbanisation Pattern, Infrastructure service, 

Transportation, Industrial Development, Environmental status of 

coastal Eco-system and  

·  Environmental institutions. 

 

Based on the availability of the above information, the Directorate of 

Environment (DoE) intends to prepare District Environment Management 

Plans for specific action programme for implementation. 

 

Therefore, to prepare the District environment Prof ile, the Directorate 

of Environment (DoE) includes has selected Operatio ns Research 

Group (ORG), a reputed National Consultancy agency for preparation 

of District Environment Profile covering Chennai, V ellore and 

Tiruchirappalli Districts.

District Environment Profile –Vellore District  
 
 

1.0 Back Ground 
 
 
1.1 Introduction 
 

The Geographical area constituting the present Vellore District was 

part of the “Thondaimandalam “ region during the early south Indian 

period. The region has witnessed many thrilling battles for retaining 

the supremacy and control over the jurisdiction between local 

chieftains and the French and English invaders. The places of 

historical importance like Arcot, Vellore, Vaniyampadi, Walajapet 

etc have had several small and big battles, leaving the foot print of 

British rule. The monumental fort at Vellore serves as an excellent 

specimen of the military architecture of British period. The silk 

weaving centres of Vaniyampadi and Walajapet and the industrial 

centre of Ranipet are important towns in the district.  

 

Vellore is the second most populous district in Tamil Nadu and had 

population of 30.26 lakhs as per 1991 census. In terms of 

urbanisation level, according to the composition of urban and rural 

population, Vellore district ranks 8th place among the other districts 

in Tamil Nadu.  

 

1.2     Geographical Location of the District 

 

The composite North Arcot district was bifurcated and a new 

Vellore district with its head quarters at Vellore was formed in the 

year 1989. Vellore district is located on the Northern part of Tamil 

Nadu surrounded by Chittoor District of Andhra Pradesh in the 

North, Thiruvanamalai district in the south, Dharmapuri district in 
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the west and Kancheepuram district in the East. Vellore district lies 

between 12o and 13o 15’ of the northern latitude and 78o 20’ and 

79o 50 ‘ of eastern longitude. It slopes from East to West and the 

land in eastern part is flat. 

 

1.3     Administrative Arrangement in the District 

 

Vellore district covers an area of 4,88,864 hectares (i.e., 4888.64 

sq.km) and comprises of 7 taluks viz. Arakonam, Walajapet, 

Gudiyatham, Vaniyampadi, Vellore, Arcot and Thirupattur, which 

includes 20 blocks 753 village panchayats and 4827 villages 

(Table. 1). This district consists of 9 Municipal towns, which are 

listed below:

The above Municipal areas are the major urban centres and 

provide administrative support to lower order settlements/villages in 

the District. 
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1.4  Meteorological Information 

 

The variation of temperature through out the year exhibits a 

moderate climatic condition in the district. The extreme climatic 

condition i.e. very hot during summer and very cold during winter 

seasons during March to June and November to January prevail in 

the district. Especially the places like Walajapet and Gudiyatham 

experience erratic climatic condition i.e. hot and cold seasons due 

to the surrounding hilly areas.  

 

The region has four main seasons 

 

1. Dry weather – January to March 

2. Hot weather – April and May 

3. South West Monsoon – June to September, and  

4. North East Monsoon – October to December 

 

Generally the region has a long spell of hot climate with a short 

spell of rainy season and winter, which is mild one. 

 

Temperature 

 

Temperature is low during the month of January and the lowest 

average mean daily temperature is 21 0C.  The mean maximum 

daily temperature recorded during the hot season in the month of 

May is 38 0 C. 

 

Rainfall 

 

The district received intermittent rainfall from the month of June to 

December, with occasional rains in other months. The average 
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annual rainfall during the period 1991 to 96 for the Vellore district is 

1215.3 mm. The southwest monsoon accounts for 31% of the 

rainfall, while northeast monsoon accounts for 55% of the rainfall. 

The maximum totals number of rainy days for Vellore during the 

period of 1991-96 is 77 days (Table 2). 

 

Humidity 

 

Mean relative humidity is high through out the year, and varies from 

62% in May-July to 82% in October – December, June is recorded 

with lowest relative humidity. 

 

1.5 Demographic Details 

 

The population of Vellore district was 13,28,509 in 1951, which has 

increased to 30,26,432 persons in 1991. The average decadal 

growth rate of population is 18.5% over the period from 1951 to 

1991. In Vellore district 40% of the population are concentrated in 

Gudiyatham and Vellore taluks. (Table. 3) 

 

The trend of death rate and infant mortality rate in the district has 

declined from 36.26, 54.39 respectively in 1951 to 6.90, 29.50 

respectively in 1991 is shown in fig. 1, also the birth rate per/1000 

population has decreased form 35.82 in 1951 to 22.28 in the year 

1991. (Table. 4)

Literacy level in the district was 51.95% as per 1991 census (Table. 

5), which is less than that of State literacy level of 62%. Among the 

literate, Male literacy constitutes 62.16% and female literate 

constitutes 51.52% in the district during 1991, is shown in the Fig 

.2, Fig .3 and Fig. 4.

2.0 Resources 
 

 
2.1 Land Resources 

 
 

Land Utilisation 

 

The total geographical area of the district is 488864 hectares of 

which 30.4% of the land are under net area sown. Vellore is one of 

the few districts, which is covered with a sizable amount of forest 

area in Tamil Nadu i.e. 21.1% of the total area. Comparatively the 

percentage of forest area at the state level is only 16. 7%. 

However, there is difference in the report under forest area as per 

Forest Development records. The remaining percentage of land is 

classified under non-cultivable and fallow lands and a major portion 

of 20.79 % of land falls under the category of land not available for 

cultivation. (Table. 6) 
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Agriculture and Horticulture 

 

Cereals and oil seeds are the major crops cultivated in the district. 

Majorities of the area are being used for the production of cereals 

and pulses. The district productivity of Cereals has increased from 

1537(Kg/ Ha) in 1985-86 to 2441(Kg/Ha) in 96-97.The Highest 

production of cereals was registered in the year 1994 i.e. 259000 

tonnes.(Table . 7) 

 

In Vellore District the consumption of Chemical fertilizers (i.e. 

Nitrogen, Phosphate and potash) was about 44,630 tonnes of 

which Nitrogen accounts 26,310 tonnes i.e. 59%, the consumption 

of phosphate was 9205 tonnes (21 %) and Potash accounts 9115 

tonnes (20%). (Table. 8) 

 

The trend in consumption of chemical fertilizer in Vellore district 

was 44141 tonnes in 1980 – 81,which increased to 51000 tonnes in 

the year 1996 – 97. The consumption of chemical fertilizers are 

high (i.e., 44,630 tonnes) when compare to Bio-fertilizers 

(274800Kgs) in 1995 – 96,though the use of biofertilizers had 

shown a steady increase. (Table. 9) 

 

Vellore district is well known for horticulture products in Tamil Nadu. 

Banana and Mango are the major fruit crops and nearly 15,643 

hect. of land are under the cultivation of these crops. Among the 

vegetables, Tomato shares the highest percentage in overall 

production i.e. nearly 13,100 tonnes of Tomato got produced in the 

year 1995-96. (Table .10) 

 

 

Soil 
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 Majority of the areas is covered with Red Loam soil, nearly 54.4% 

of the total area is covered with Red loam soil. The black soil is 

distributed mostly along the rivers of Pallar, Pennaiyar, and 

Cheyyar and in the Ayacuts of few big tanks, i.e. 5.57% of the area 

is covered by this soil type. The other soil types like Clay, Red 

Ferruginous, etc are occupying the remaining percentage of the 

total area in the district (Table .11). In Vellore district 708 

percolation ponds, and 61 check dams/stop dams have been 

constructed up to 1995- 1996 under various soil, water 

conservation programmes.  

 

Nearly 51555 hect. of land are identified to suffer from problem of 

salinity and Alkalinity, which is 10.55% to total geographical area of 

the district. (Table. 12). About 40080 Ha. have receives some soil 

conservation treatment (Table .13)  in order to safeguard the 

agricultural practices in the region.  

 

Forest Resources 

 

Vellore district is one of the few districts, which is covered with a 

sizable amount of forest area, i.e. 22 percent of the total area under 

forest coverage as per revenue record, However Forest 

development records show a total extent of 192461 Ha under forest 

in Vellore District. Among the forest coverage nearly 89% of forest 

area classified under Reserve Forest and 2.6% is classified under 

Reserve Land and 8.4 % under unclassified forest. 

 

 Under Green cover classification for the east while North Arcot 

District nearly 31.5% forest area are classified under Sparse, 
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32.2% of the forest area are under Scrub, 12.7 % are Classified 

under Dense forest type, 5.9% under the category of degraded 

forest, 12.5 % of the area for Plantation to the total forest area and 

the remaining percentage of the forest area are put under grass 

land, Stony and Rocky sites. (Table. 14) 

 

Forest Type 

 

The following types of forest are identified in the Vellore Forest 

Division 

 

1. Tropical Dry Deciduous forest, 

2. Tropical Thorn forest and 

3. Tropical Dry Evergreen forest. 

 

The tropical dry deciduous forests extend an area of 54058 hect. 

and the coverage start from the altitudes above 300 meters MSL, 

especially in the Gudiyatham range, slopes of Arasampattu RF of 

Vellore, Odugathur range and Karuthamalai RF area.(Table . 15) 

 

The Tropical Thorn forest extended an area of 43247 hect basically 

seen in the large areas of Gudiyatham range, Odugathur range and 

Vellore range. The Tropical Dry Evergreen forest extends an area 

of 10811 hect. This type of the forest is confined to river valleys and 

riverbanks of Palar, Pennaiyar and Cheyyar. 

 

Percapita forest Area 

 

The percapita forest area in the district has declined from 0.1449 

hect. in the year 1951 to 0.0594 hect. in 1996, due to the increase 

of population and static levels of forest land.(Table . 16)

 Conservation of Biological resources 

 

Amiridhi R.F is the only area, under conservation of biological 

resources with a mini Zoo is located over an extent of 10 hectares 

at Amiridhi about 25 km south of Vellore Town. This zoo was 

started during the year 1963, and situated at the foothill of 

Javadhis. A census taken in the forest area of Vellore District 

reveals that the deer’s are occurring in large numbers. (Table .17) 

 
Flora and Fauna 

 

In the forest of Vellore district, different types and varieties of 

animals and birds were seen in the olden days. Javadi hills must 

have been an abode of animals including elephants in the past. At 

present the status of animals is entirely different as only Spotted 

deer, Wild boar, Sambar deer, Cobra, are the common animals 

found in the Odugathur range, Amridhi range and Arcot range. 

(Table .18) 
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With regard to flora, no prominent varieties are observed in the 

district. Indigofera barberi Gamble, Neuracanthus Neesianus Wight 

are the endangered plant species found in the Gudiyatham, 

Arasampattu, Odugathur reserve forest area (Table 19). The plants, 

which are used for medicinal purposes i.e. Poongam, Naval, Neem, 

and Eucalyptus, a Wood apple are also found in the region. 

 

Man Made Forest Plantations 

 

Several species are raised as plantations in the forest areas of the 

district, the notable ones being Sandal, Eucalyptus, Neem, 

Tamarind and other MFP. An extent of 10841.17 ha. has been 

covered under plantations up to 1995 – 96. (Table. 20) 

 

Trend in Production of forest Produce 

 

The major forest produce of the district is Sandal wood, Eucalyptus, 

and Bamboo. The production of Sandalwood is high during the year 

1995 i.e. 784mt. The extraction of Sandalwood increased year by 

year, at present the thin crops of Sandal are found in Vellore, 

Amiridhi and Odugathur ranges. The Government had established 

a Sandal oil factory at Vaniyampadi taluk in the district. This Sandal 

oil factory has an installed capacity of crushing 400 Mt to 500 Mt of 

Sandalwood per annum. Eucalyptus is the important Industrial 

wood; the production of Eucalyptus in the district has increased 

from 400 Mt. in 1981 to 1571 Mt. in 1996. (Table. 21) 

 

Details of villages abutting forest area in Vellore  

 
Among the villages abutting the forest area in Vellore range, 

Arasampet R.F (Part) accounts maximum area, which extends over 
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an area of 6134.63 hect. There are 18 revenue villages abutting the 

forest area in Vellore range with the population of 5,926 as per 

1991 census. 

 

Gudiyatham range extends an area of 34,700 hect. Which is the 

largest range in the district and nearly 17 revenue villages are 

abutting the forest area, of which Kallapadi, Synaguda, Mordhana, 

Charangallur and Dhanagondapalli are the major settlements. 

 

Odugathur range, Arcot range, Amiridhi range, Thirupattur range 

and some portion of Chengam range and Alangayam range are the 

other ranges in the Vellore district. (Table. 22) 

 

The Tribals of Javadhins are known as Malayalees. They are living 

in numerous settlements that cover on the outer slopes of the hills 

or the plateau. Their main Occupation is rainfed agriculture, 

horticulture. They are also engaged in the collection of minor Forest 

produce and other forest related activities. (Table. 23) 

 

Important Schemes Implemented by Forest Department 

 

The following important schemes are being implemented in the 

region. 

 

1. Tribal Development Scheme. 

2. Nature Conservation Scheme. 

3. Afforestaion under various five-year plan schemes. 

4. Aerial Seeding-Scheme. 
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a. Tribal Development Scheme 

The tribal development scheme is implemented from the year 1976 

to uplift the socio-economic status of the hill tribes living in the 

Javadu hill area. During 1986 a new scheme of Tribal Village 

Forestry Scheme (sandal estate) was introduced as part of Tribal 

Sub Plan. As part of the scheme, the existing cultivation of sandal 

was improved and basic facilities are provided for the villages in the 

hill area i.e. communication facilities, protected drinking water, 

improvement to the water resource, financial assistance to the tribal, 

education to honey collection method and new employment 

opportunities for the tribes. 

 

A.      Nature conservation 

 

This scheme was being implemented from the year 1983-84 to 

protect the Wild animals from natural calamities (scarcity of water 

and other food). As part of this programme the Amirdhi Zoo located 

at about 25 Kms. South of Vellore was developed by constructing 

cages for animals, providing facilities for visitors and providing water 

facilities for the wild animals inhabiting the surrounding area.  

 

c. Afforestation  

 

This is a major forest scheme implemented every year by planting 

useful forest species and minor forest produce yielding trees. 

 

B. d. Aerial seeding 

 

This is a new scheme introduced in our state. Considering the poor 

forest area coverage and to improve the vegetation coverage in a 

phased manner, it was proposed to do the work of aerial seeding. A 
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pilot project for an area of 1000 hect, was taken up during the year 

1988-89 in Palinode Reserved forests area. The operations carried 

out under the scheme are as follows, 

 

1. Erections of chain link fence around 500 hect.   

 

2. Preparation of ground for receiving the seeds (Contour, 

Trenches, Planting of agave, making up of soil etc.). 

 

3. Construction of check dams as soil and moisture conservation 

measures. 

 

Forest area Converted for non-forestry usage 

 

In Vellore district more than 76.85 hect. Of forest area has been 

converted for Irrigation projects, Roads, Railways, Electric 

Transmission, and other purposes. (Table. 24) 

 

2.2 Mineral 

 

Vellore district is not endowed with any remarkable mineral wealth 

except Road Metals, granites and gravels which is found in all parts 

of the Vellore District. (Table .25) 

 

2.3     Water resource 

 

Palar and Ponnaiyar are the major rivers traversing through this 

district which is non-perennial except palar and Ponnaiyar majority 

of the tributaries are flowing without water for several years, but the 

spring beneath the river bed provide copious of water supply for 

majority of the settlements in the district. There are several large 
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and small tanks scattered through out the district, which are very 

much important for agricultural purposes. In Vellore district, there 

are 15 Minor River basins catering to the irrigation needs, which are 

listed below, 

 

1. Pambar Minor Basin 

2. Cheyyar Upper Minor Basin 

3. Cheyyar Lower Minor Basin 

4. Agaramar Minor Basin 

5. Ambur Minor Basin 

6. Kalar Minor Basin 

7. Malattar Minor Basin 

8. Karundanyanathi Minor Basin 

9. K.V. Kuppam Minor Basin 

10. Chittur Minor Basin 

11. Vellore Minor Basin 

12. Poonar Minor Basin 

13. Walajapet Minor Basin 

14. Nandhiar Minor Basin 

15. Kaveripakkam Minor Basin  

  

Among these river basins, Palar Basin is the largest one, with a 

basin area of 4710 Sq. Km in the district (Table.26). The average 

annual rainfall received in the river basin ranges from 776 mm to 

1069 mm. 

 

Moreover the district is heavily dependent on the seasonal rainfall 

for the agricultural operations. Tanks and wells besides river 

channels and spring channels, are the sources available for 

irrigation facility.  
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In general the rivers in the district are not perennial and during the 

flood, water is diverted into the channels through the Anicuts. The 

important anicuts in the district includes the Palar, Ponnai, and 

Pennaiyar Anicuts. Sathanur Reservoir project across the 

Pennaiyar is the major reservoir dam in the North Arcot district and 

was completed in 1958. The Palar Anicut benefits the agricultural 

practices in Walajapet, Arakonam and Cheyyar taluks. The Anicut 

over Ponnai River benefits the agriculture lands in Arakonam and 

Walajapet taluks.  

 

Kaveripakkam Lake is the bigger one in the district and extends to 

a length of 6 km. The lakes provide extensive benefit to 33 near by 

villages, and in some areas the cultivation takes places for 2 to 3 

times in a year. Dusi-Mamandur Lake extends over an area of 64 

sq.km and irrigates the lands in 36 villages in the surrounding area. 

(Table 27 to 29) 

 

In Vellore District 82709 ha. (44.24 % to the total cropped area) of 

land are under irrigated area .The major source of irrigation is 

through wells and tanks. The presence of canal irrigation is found in 

Arcot, Alangayam, Katpadi, Kaveripakkam, Peranambut , Timiri, 

Sholingar, Vellore and Walajahpet Blocks and in all other block this 

system is completely absent and there is no incidence of Drought, 

Flood and cyclone registered in district except flood was registered 

in the year 1996, (Table . 30, 31) 

 

2.3 Biological Resources 

The importance of fisheries in the district is very much limited and 

only restricted to inland waters. Fishing practices are carried out 

only in big tanks and ponds. Accordingly the production of fishing 
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which was 7479 tones in 1990-91, has declined to 5728 tones in 

1995-96 through inland fish production. (Table 32, 33) 

2.4  Heritage Resources 

 

The protected and conserved monuments in the Vellore district 

consists of, 

 

1. Government Museum- Vellore 

2. Aramamali Caves – Malayam Patttu 

3. Seven Mother’s Sculptures – Perankanchi 

4. Tomb’s of Ceylon Kings – Vellore 

5. Velleeswaran Temple – Thakkolam 

6. Kanja Sabib Tomb –Sholinghar  

7. Vellore Fort - Vellore 

 

The Government of Tamil Nadu maintains above monuments. 

 

The major tourist area includes Vellore Fort and Jalakanteswarar 

temple, inside the Vellore fort. Vellore Museum is another important 

place, which preserves the treasures of ancient material relating to 

art, archeology, anthropology, etc. 

 

In addition to the above, Rock temple at Mahendravadi, Siva 

temple at Virichipuram, the Muruagan Temple at Vallimalai, 

Palamathii Hill, Amirithi Mini Zoo, Arcot fort, Javadu Hills and 

Jalagampari Falls are the other important tourists attractive places 

in the district. (Table.34) 

  
 Places of Historical, Religious and Archaeological Importance: 
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1. Vellore  is historically famous and headquarters of the district. 

The Vellore fort believed to have been built in the 13th century 

and appreciated for its architecture. The Christian Medical 

College in the town was started in 1918 and attached to Medical 

College Hospital, which is famous for its specialised medical 

services. Vellore is the only town with over one lakh of 

population in the district i.e. 175,470 persons as per 1991 

census. The central Jail, and Jalakanteswarar temple (inside the 

Vellore fort), is the other important places in the town. 

 

2. Arcot  is situated on the banks of Palar River and several battles 

have taken place near this town during the 18th and 19th 

centuries between British and Muslim rulers. The town is an 

important trade and commercial centre and headquarters of 

Arcot taluk. There are few tombs and historical monuments, 

which exist in the town, exhibit the background for Muslim rules 

in the region. 

 

3. Arakonam  is an important junction on the railway line located 

on western direction, which is 68 km away from Chennai. A big 

railway workshop and loco shed is located in the town. Beedi 

manufacturing is an important household industry in this town. 

 

4. Ambur  is an important town in Vaniyampadi taluk and very 

famous for leather tanneries. The place was an important 

military centre during the Carnatic war, being populated with 

Muslims, there is an Arabic school, which offers courses in 

Arabic and Persian language. Fruits and food grains commodity, 

which is traded from this town to other centres in Tamil Nadu. 
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5. Gudiyatham  is the Head quarter of Gudiyatham taluk and an 

important centre for trade and handloom industry. Handloom 

weaving is an important activity which employ over 10,000 

looms for producing cotton materials. This is an important centre 

for handloom activity in the district. According to 1991 census, 

there were 19,607 workers engaged in household industry and 

majority of them was engaged in handloom activity. A 

Sugarcane Research institute is also located in the town.  

 

6. Ranipettai  is an industrial town, located 114-km. west of 

Chennai and M/s. Parry & Co. was the first to start the industrial 

units for manufacture of Chemicals and Ceramic wares. Later it 

has become a full-fledged industrial area with the setting up of 

number of small industrial units. This town is noted for its 

training of hides/skins and also for Beedi manufacturing. 

 

7. Tiruppattur  is a trade centre and its located at foot of the 

Eastern Ghats mountains, Commodities traded from here 

includes dhal, jaggery, chilies, etc. and the sandal depot of the 

State Forest Department is located in the town. The Scared 

Hearts College is, run by the Christian missionaries is a 

prominent educational institution.  

 

8. Vaniyampadi  is a noted trade centre and the name of the town 

derived from the term, Vanniya, meaning trader. It is well known 

for leather tanning activity, production of jaggery, oil, beedi, etc. 

There is famous Mosque here built on the model of Taj Mahal in 

the Agra.  
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9. Walajapet  is the headquarter of the Walajapet taluk. It is on the 

national highways connecting Chennai and Bangalore and also 

connected Rail Network. Silk weaving, carpet and cane (rattan) 

works are important household industries in the town. 

  

10. Sholinghur  is the small town in Walajapet taluk, which is known 

for its hill temple, held sacred by Hindus. There are two small 

lion-shaped hillocks here, the highest of which is only 400 feet. 

Patients suffering from certain diseases including those with 

mental disabilities are said to be cured by staying and 

worshipping at the temple here. There is also a spring here, the 

mineral water of which is believed to contain health properties. 

 

 

11. Elagiri,  is an ideal tourist spot and is on hill of 970 meter 

elevation. The hill is at a distance of 16 km. From Vaniyampadi 

town and 5km. From Jolarpet railway junction. The area over 

the hill is13 bends and is 15 km. Long. There is a beautiful park 

at the foot of the hill. The area over the hill is 13sq. km. The 

place is developing as a picnic resort and is frequented by 

people from far and nears during summer. (Table . 35) 

 

The tourist visited to the above areas have increased from 

78654 persons in 1990-99 to 1,22,367 persons in 1995-96 of 

which 98% are domestic tourist and 2% are foreign tourist (Fig. 

6)

2.5  Energy Resources 

 
 
No power generating plant is located in Vellore district. The Mettur 

Hydro Electric power and Chennai Thermal power stations meet 

the electricity needs of the district. The power distribution in the 

district is made through the electricity sub-stations at Chengalpattu, 

and Vellore. According to the electricity department sources, all the 

villages in the district are electrified. (Table. 37) 
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The consumption of electricity is highest in the case of Industrial 

sector, which accounts for 40% to the total consumption and 

Agriculture is the next important category registered with 27% of 

power consumption. The consumption of electricity in domestic use 

accounts for 19% and remaining 14% of electricity, consumed by 

streetlights and other purposes is shown in Fig. 6. (Table. 38) 

 

Electrification had been achieved to 100% in the district even in 

1986 (Table 39), Data in respect of Non-Conventional Energy 

Resources Utilisation are not made available (Table 40) 

 
3.0 INFRASTRUCTRE 

 
 

3.1 Urbanisation 
 

 
As per 1991 census, the district had an urban population of 9.5 

lakhs, which is 32% to total population and distributed in 9 

municipalities and 27 town panchayats in the district (Table . 41). 

The growth of urban population has gradually increased from 

30.81% in 1981 to 32.47% in 1996. Vellore was the only town 

registered with the population of 1.75 lakhs and Gudiyatham was 

the next largest town with 87873 persons as per 1991 census.  
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The density of population in Vellore district has increased in both 

rural and urban areas. The density of population in the Urban area 

was high when compare to Rural areas, which has increased from 

4093 persons /sq.km in 1981 to 5171 persons/sq.km in1996 in 

urban areas. Similarly, the density in rural areas has increased from 

323 persons/sq.km. in 1981 to 373 persons/sq.km in 1996. (Table. 

42) 

 

The total population of Vellore district was 10,43,072 persons in 

1951 and this has increased to 30,26,432 persons in 1991(Fig.7), 

there by registering an increase of 18.5 percent growth rate over 

five decades. The growth of population has been noticed since 

1961 has been very gradual and no remarkable increases in 

population have been notified afterwards. Only during 1951-61, 

there was an increase of 35%percent, growth rate was noticed, 

which was the highest increase since the last five decades. (Table 

.43, 44) 
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In Vellore District the percentage of slum population to total 

population in 1981 was 4.95 percent, which increased to 6.19 

percent in 1996 (Table 45,46).  Most of the slums are located in the 

urban Centres like Arakonam, Ambur, Thirupattur, Gudiyatham, 

Vaniyampadi, Vellore, Arcot, Ranippettai and Walajapet. The 

highest slum Population was registered in the Vellore Town i.e. 

17% to the total population of the town. 

 

3.2 Infrastructure Services and Environmental statu s 

 

The water supply system from surface water (MLD) and ground 

water (35 MLD) covers 88% of the population in the urban areas. 

The present supply system in the district is 53 LPCD. (Table. 47) 

 

The Estimated sewerage generation is around 48.31 MLD/day and 

it disposed in the water body and land without any treatment. 

(Table. 48) Solid waste generation in the district is 350 tonnes/day 

of which nearly 70% of the waste is being collected and nearly 

1419 workers are engaged in the existing solid waste collection 

system either directly or indirectly. In existing garbage collection 

workers ratio is estimated around 0.90 persons/1000 population in 

municipalities and 2.2 persons/1000 population in town panchayats 

(Table. 49). The composition of Municipal solid waste accounts 

highest percentage in Rags i.e. 22% followed by ash, Rubber and 

leather and segregation of solid waste materials is taking place at 

the dumping yard site (Table. 50).  

 

In Vellore District an about 7,79,543 occupied residential houses 

are registered in the year 1981, which has decreases to 5,92,382 in 

the year 1991(Table. 51) which may be due to bifurcation of Vellore 

District from North Arcot District in 1989.Data pertaining to the 
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Water supply system and toilet installation and the coverage of 

problem villages with supply of drinking Water are not available 

(Table. 52). 

 

Reported cases of water borne diseases 

 

Gastroenteritis and dysentery are the most commonly reported 

water borne diseases in the district. The number of gastro-enteritis 

reported cases increased from 286 cases in 1992 to 444 cases in 

1996 and there is no case of dysentery registered after 1993 

onwards. Jaundice is also reported, however, there is no death 

registered on account of these diseases in the district (Table. 53). 

Siddha and Homeopathy are the commonly practiced system of 

medicine in Vellore district. (Table .54). The number of families 

below poverty line in Vellore district is presented in Table 55. 
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3.3 Transportation 

 
Vellore district is well connected with major cities in Tamil Nadu by 

rail and road network. The district has 44-km length of state 

highways, 480-km length of major district roads and 1916-km 

length of other district roads, nearly 3596 bridges and culverts exist 

in the district.(Table. 56) 

  

 

Vellore, Arakonam, Gudiyatham, Walajapettai, Ambur, 

Vaniyampadi, Arcot and Thirupattur are the important urban centres 

in the district and are well connected by roads. The important roads 

in the region are given below: 

 

1. NH - 46 to Krishnagiri, which link Ambur with Vaniyampadi, 

Krishnagiri, Southern parts of Tamil Nadu, including Kerala, and 

Karanataka. 

 

2. NH - 46 to Vellore, which links Ambur with Vellore, Chennai and 

all other states north of Tamil Nadu. 

 

3. Arakonam – Tiruttani road (SH) towards the north links 

Cuddapah and Andhra Pradesh. 

 

4. Arakonam – Tiruvallore – Chennai road (SH) towards the east 

links Chennai. 

 

5. Arakonam – Khanchipuram road (SH) towards south links the 

NH 4, Khanchipuram and Chengalpattu. 
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6. Arakonam – Sholingur road (SH) towards the east links Ranipet 

and Vellore. 

 

7. Vaniyampadi-Krishnagiri road towards the southwest links 

southern parts of Tamil Nadu, Kerala and Karnataka. 

 

 

The vehicle population growth in the district indicates that the 

number of vehicle has increased from 2014 in 1981 to 13884 in 

1996. Among the vehicles, two wheeler alone registered 93% to the 

total number of vehicles in the district. (Table. 57) 

 

4.0 industrial Development and Environmental status  

 

Vellore district is not considered as potential area for large-scale 

industrial development. In the case of small-scale industries, the 

district is covered with number of industries and factories. In terms 

of largest number of factories in the district, they belong to the 

category of “leather tanning and curing” and have developed 

around the centres of Ranipet, Vaniyambadi, Ambur, 

Peranampattu, Melvisharam and Gudiyatam. 

 

The district has textile mills, Sugar mills, Fertilizers and insecticide 

factories, etc. The district is also noted for Bedi manufacturing and 

silk weaving and big industrial complex is located in Ranipet. The 

sugar mills in the region are concentrated in Vellore, Thirupattur 

and Ambur areas.  

 

As on 1996, there are 1163 industries are registered in the district 

of which 68% of them are identified as red category, 21 % are 
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identified as orange category and 11% are identified under green 

category. 

 

In terms of discharge of Industrial effluents by the industries, Tamil 

Nadu Pollution Control Board has identified 10 major industries in 

red category, which are listed below

The number of industries located in the district is presented in 

Table. 58. These industries are disposing the sewage, trade 

effluent and wastewater in to the Palar River. Data on emission 

inventory are not available. (Table. 59) 

 

Problematic Industries in Vellore District 

 

The problematic Industries mainly consist of chemical in SIPCOT 

Industrial Estate in Ranipet and Tanneries located in different parts 

of Vellore district. 

 

M/s Tamil Nadu chromate and chemicals Ltd. at Ranipet, which is 

not in operation now, has storage of about 1.5 lakhs tonnes of 
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accumulated chromium, bearing sludge, which is leaching out and 

polluting the ground water in the surrounding areas. Another 

problem in this region is dumping of molasses by three sugar mills 

in earthen pits. 

 

Major chemical Industries namely Malldi Drugs and 

Pharmaceuticals Ltd., Thirumalai Chemicals Ltd., E.I.D. Parry Ltd. 

(fertilizer input Division), Kumar Chemicals and industries located in 

SIPCOT, Ranipet, are also causes air pollution in the region. 

However no specific location has been identified as air pollution 

stressed area (Table. 60). Hence, a continuous ambient air quality 

monitoring station is proposed, for SIPCOT industrial estate at 

Ranipet. (Table 61). The water quality of Palar River is presented in 

Table. 62. 

 

The common Effluent Treatment Plant (ETP) installed for tanneries 

and ETP for Individuals tanneries could not achieve the standards 

for total dissolved solids and chlorides. In this regard the CLRI has 

recommended the proposal of laying of pipeline from Vaniyampadi 

to sea costing about Rs. 150 crores for disposing of treated 

effluents. And the site at Sevoor village in Gudiyatham Taluk of 

Vellore District has been identified for disposal of hazardous 

wastes. (Table. 63) 

 

Noise level 

 

The Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Vellore, has not 

conducted any noise level study so far, hence the details are not 

available for further analysis. (Table. 64)

Vellore district being an inland district, the data related to 

aquaculture activities, wetland habitats and potential hot spots 

along the coast are not applicable.

6.0 SUMMARY OF OBSERVATION 

 

1. Vellore district comprises of 7 Taluks, 20 Blocks, 753 Village 

Pnchayats and 4827 Villages. 
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2. The population of district was 13,28,509 in 1951, which has increased 

to 30,26,432 persons in 1991. The average decadal growth rate of 

population is 18.5% over the last four decades. 

 

3. Literacy rate in the district was 51.95% as per 1991 census, among the 

literate, Male literacy constitutes 62.16% and female literate constitutes 

51.52% in the district during the year 1991 

 

4. The total geographical area of the district is 4,88,864 hectares, of 

which 30.4% of the land under net sown area. 

 

5. Cereals and oil seeds are the major crops cultivated in the district. 

Mango and banana are the major horticulture products. 

 

6. Nearly 22% to the total area are under forest coverage, mainly as 

Reserve Forest and reserve Land. 

 

7. The percapita forest area in the district has declined from 0.1449 hect 

to 0.0594 hect between the year 1951 and 1996. 

 

8. Amiridhi R.F is the only area under conservation of biological 

resources. Sandal, Eucalyptus, Neem, Tamarind and Bamboo are the 

major forest produce in the district.
